With their years of expe-
rience and extensive knowledge of wild fungi, Neil and Justin  will endeavour to show you how to identify more 
than twenty of the most desirable edible varieties, including Ceps (Porcini), Pied de Mouton (Hedgehog) and 
Girolles (Chanterelle), that you can pick and take away with you.

The Cowdray Estate extends to about 16,500 acres, of which 36% is woodland 
- three times the national average.  The Estate is home to a variety conifers 
including such species as Douglas Fir, Norway Spruce, Corsican Pine and Scots 
Pine, providing a rich and fertile habitat for the majority of the most sought after 
fungi. 

The varying soil types across the Estate and the vast range of woodland encom-
passes almost every type of fungi and Justin & Neil are able to show you how to 
locate many of the very best edible  ‘ wild mushrooms ’.
